Mayor Watson read the Proclamation which he presented to Animal Control Officers Donna Duso
and Jenny Gill.

Councilor Streeter read the Proclamation.
Iv. CITIZENS' PETITIONS, COMMENTS AND CONCERNS

Anna Barber, 2906 Gold Star Highway, Mystic, a member of the Groton Animal Foundation
(GAF), commended the animal control officers on their hard work. She is opposed to the
construction of a regional animal facility due to several hidden issues. Ms. Barber read a story
about a guide dog that assisted in saving the lives of many people in Tower I of the World Trade
Center. She noted that donations may be mailed to GAF at Post Office Box 7023, Groton,
Connecticut 06340.

Kathleen Socha, 36 Center Street, Noank, a member of GAF, thanked Donna Duso and Jenny Gill
for their dedication and hard work. Groton has become a leader in community growth. She asked
the Council to consider the next phase in the development of a new animal shelter.

Judy Currier, 18 Indian Avenue, Secretary of GAF, stated that a well-constructed and
well-managed animal shelter "speaks volumes" for the character of a town. She stated that local
students are becoming involved in fund-raising activities as well as making direct contributions to
GAF. Ms. Currier thanked Animal Control Officers Donna Duso and Jenny Gill for their hard
work.

Jane Cofone, 18 Indian Avenue, a member of GAF, reiterated that tee shirts are being sold at
various pet supply stores to benefit the foundation. They are receiving contributions from
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surrounding towns, as well as from Groton. People are interested in volunteering their time and
services to GAF. Ms. Cofone is donating 34,000 and hopes that someone will be able to match
this.

Jack Sebastian, 4 East Shore Avenue, Groton Long Point, RTM member for District 8 and
President of Mystic River Homes, thanked the Council and the Town Manager's office for their
help in working toward getting a 100% tax abatement. Many of these residents require subsidies
from the federal government to meet their rent payments. He anticipates that more funds will be
needed for a new sprinkler system to be installed in a building which burned several years ago.
Mr. Sebastian supports a phase-in of property taxes.

Wendy Eckholm, 165 Benham Road, thanked the Council for recognizing the hard work of the
animal control officers. She reminded the Council and the public of the discussion at the
Committee of the Whole meeting on October 24, 2006 which included Councilor Wright's motion
to move ahead with plans for a new animal shelter and her suggestions on funding. GAF is
committed to help raise money to reduce the expense of a new shelter.

John Sutherland, 32 Neptune Drive, thanked the Council for recognizing the fact that
approximately 600 taxpayers signed a petition requesting a phase-in of property taxes. He stated
that Councilor Bond's proposal for a three year phase-in should be manageable. Mr. Sutherland
stated that the assumption that the phase-in will result in increases in motor vehicle and personal
property taxes is incorrect.

Dave Helmold, 10 Prospect Street, endorses a phase-in of property taxes. He noted that taxes and
insurance costs have increased. Mr. Helmold supports a phase-in and feels that it would be
greatly appreciated by the citizens. He supports the building of a local and regional animal
shelter. It would be beneficial if Animal Control would include the services of a "pet mobile"”
which could travel to senior citizens.

Donna Morrissette, 166 Cedar Road, Mystic, stated that she signed the petition supporting a
phase-in of property taxes and requests that the Council vote in favor of a three year phase-in.
This will be beneficial to all property types and will be the relief that is needed while taxpayers
wait for tax reform from the State.

Charlie Malaguti, 30 Wilbur Court, Noank, is expecting his property taxes to increase by 33%.
He signed the petition in support of a phase-in and requested that the Council support a three year
phase-in as proposed by Councilor Bond.

Ernest Dorazio, 40 Morgan Point, Noank, stated that waterfront property owners will experience
a significant increase in property taxes, resulting in financial hardship. Mr. Dorazio supports a
phase-in and provided details of his personal situation with respect to his home's revaluation and
increase in taxes. A phase-in would give homeowners time to rearrange their finances and enable
them to remain in their homes.

Harry Conolly, 174 Pearl Street, Noank, asked the Council to consider and support the phase-in
of property taxes. He discussed how he came to move to Noank and purchase his lot. Mr. Conolly
described how the recent revaluation has increased his tax burden and affected his budget. Mr.
Conolly believes that the Noank Shipyard's acreage is five times the size of his lot but will be taxed
less. The way in which commercial property is taxed compared to residential property is unfair.

Mariellen French, 12 Little Gull Lane, Mystic, a member of GAF, stated that she is proud of the
Animal Control Officers and has utilized their services on occasion. She asked the Council to
consider the new animal shelter and a phase-in of property taxes. A phase-in would allow her to
make adjustments and budget her income.
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Lance Walker, 29 Prospect Street, urged the Council to reconsider the phase-in as it provides the
greatest benefit to the largest number of citizens.

Jim Carroll, 23 Prospect, supports the three year phase-in of property taxes.

Gretchen Chipperini, 87 Phoenix Drive, a commercial property owner, has experienced problems
with vandalism and prostitution surrounding some of these properties along Route 12. She stated
that this region is declining and that she is having difficulty attracting investors. Ms. Chipperini is
disturbed that William Seely School is not well utilized and not included in the Town's tax base.
She is upset that there are non-military residents living in Navy housing, without paying property
taxes.

Mark DeBiasi, 85 Atlantic Avenue, supports a phase-in which will provide some benefit to over
90% of taxpayers. This process has been implemented successfully in other towns .

Peg Frase, 598 New London Road, Mystic, a former housing counselor for Human Services,
stated that she utilized Groton Animal Control's services in certain circumstances such as
evictions and foreclosures. Over the past 27 years, Ms. Frase's family has adopted ten dogs from
the Groton Animal Control Facility.

V. RESPONSES TO CITIZENS' PETITIONS, COMMENTS AND CONCERNS

Responding to comments regarding the phase-in of property taxes, Councilor Bond clarified that
the three year phase-in is a new proposal.

Responding to Ms. Chipperini's comments, Councilor Bond stated that the Council cannot do
anything with a school property until it is handed over from the Board of Education. William
Seely School is utilized by the Parks and Recreation Department.

Responding to Ms. Chipperini's comments regarding Navy housing, the Town Manager confirmed
that the Town has been dealing with Navy privatization issues for several years. Currently these
units are not taxable because the housing is federally owned. The Town receives Federal Impact
Aid for Navy dependent children that attend the Town's schools. For business reasons, civilians
have been allowed to move into these units. Mr. Oefinger expects to receive an update from the
Town Attorney in a few weeks.

Responding to Ms. Chipperini's comments regarding the William Seely School, Councilor
Kolnaski stated that the Parks and Recreation Department is utilizing the school for many
programs. She feels that if this school was not utilized, it would cost more for the Town to rent a
location.

Responding to Ms. Chipperini's comments regarding the William Seely School, Councilor Sheets
stated that we should be looking closely at the use of properties which are potentially at the
Town's disposal. It does not make sense to partially utilize this school when it could be part of the
tax base. She asked the Town Manager to speak with Chief Kelly Fogg regarding any complaints
reported along Route 12.

Responding to comments regarding the phase-in, Councilor Sheets feels that the Council's prior
consideration of this issue was based on an inadequate record; materials were presented to the
Council minutes before deliberation and the Town staff's heart was not in it.

Responding to comments regarding the building of a new animal shelter, Councilor Sheets stated
that she cannot support spending $1.2 million on building a new animal shelter. A limit of
approximately $8500,000 for a local facility is more appropriate.
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Responding to Councilor Bartinik, the Mayor and Town Manager confirmed that there has not
been any formal discussion on the State's proposal of a 3% cap on personal property taxes.

Responding to Ms. Chipperini's comments regarding the William Seely School, the Mayor stated
that the school is not in decay. A large amount of money has been spent on asbestos abatement
and there are active Parks and Recreation programs occurring at this location. The Board of
Education (BOE) is also using some of the rooms for storage.

Councilor Kolnaski stated that there was not a meeting of the Town Council/Board of
Education/RTM Liaison Committee due to lack of a quorum. She attended the retirement
celebration for Kathy MacDonald of Youth and Family Services.

Councilor Bond emphasized that the Town Manager is awaiting information from the State's
Building Official regarding issues with the windows for the school building projects.

Councilor Sheets received calls from concerned citizens wanting her opinion on Governor Jodi
Rell's proposal of a 3% cap on property taxes. She would like to organize an evening in which the
winners of the Science Olympiad (Cutler Middle School students) are recognized.

Councilor Schmidt received calls supporting the BOE's budget. She received communications
regarding the flooding of Poquonnock Plains Park.

Councilor Scott received emails regarding the budget.

Councilor Streeter received many emails regarding Councilor Bond's proposal for a three year
phase-in but he is not familiar with the proposal. He suggested that Town staff be prepared to
evaluate and possibly make recommendations on this item.

Mayor Watson attended a COG meeting on March 21. He met with Mr. Oefinger and a resident
who has an issue with an excavation behind his house. This issue has been forwarded to the
Building Inspector. The Mayor attended the open-house at Ledge Light Health District to meet its
new Director, Baker Salsbury. He participated in budget deliberations with the Town Council on
March 31 and April 2. The Mayor and Town Manager attended a lunch at the Subase to discuss
issues concerning military families on March 29. Mayor Watson attended the School Readiness
Council and the public information meeting for the Legacy Playground on March 29. He attended
a reception for transferring Pfizer employees on March 30.

b. Representative Town Meeting

The next RTM meeting will be on April 11. Town Clerk Barbara Tarbox stated that she requested
a referral for the Council to set the annual RTM budget meeting date of May 2. Responding to
Mayor Watson, the Town Clerk confirmed that it would be possible to suspend the rules to vote on
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the resolution to set this budget meeting date. She informed the Council that former Councilor
Natalie Billing has been elected as the new RTM Moderator.

The Town Clerk's office received another application for the Charter Revision Commission
which totals five applicants to date. Ms. Tarbox attended the Freedom of Information Conference
which included discussions about emails between members of boards. She stated that any
discussion between board members is considered to be a meeting. Responding to Councilor
Sheets, the Town Clerk verified that there was no discussion regarding Councilors having a Town
email address. She noted that an annual attendee of the conference, Nelson Brown, was the first
RTM Moderator back in 1957. The Town Clerk reminded viewers that May 10 is the 50th
anniversary of the Town Charter.

The Town Manager reminded viewers that there will be budget discussions on April 4. The
Manager noted that Town offices will be closed on April 6 in observance of Good Friday. Mr.
Oefinger reported that the modification request on the school windows was forwarded to the State
Building Official last week. Due to the budget review meetings scheduled for April 9 and April 10,
next week's Group I and Group Il meetings are cancelled. This week's Town Council packets will
include a copy of Councilor Bond's memo regarding the three year phase-in proposal. He
discussed the flooding problems at the intersection of Route 117 and Route 1.

2007-0077 Adoption of Mystic River Homes Tax Abatement Ordinance

ADOPTION OF AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR AN ENHANCED TAX ABATEMENT
ON FORTY-SIX HOUSING UNITS OWNED BY MYSTIC RIVER HOMES, INC. AND USED
SOLELY FOR RENTAL TO LOW OR MODERATE-INCOME PERSONS OR FAMILIES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF GROTON:

That pursuant to Section 8-215 of the Connecticut General Statutes, the Town Manager is
authorized to enter into an agreement with Mystic River Homes, Inc., a non-profit corporation
organized and existing under the laws of the State of Connecticut with a principal place of business
in the Town of Groton, County of New London, State of Connecticut, for a full abatement of taxes
on the land and buildings located in the village of Noank, Town of Groton, Connecticut that
comprise the forty-six units of housing used solely for rental to low or moderate-income persons or
families which were constructed in or around 1978 (the "Housing Units"). The Housing Units to
which this Ordinance applies have been given an abatement in the amount of 80% pursuant to
Town of Groton Ordinance No. 107 and the "Tax Abatement Agreement" between the Town of
Groton and Mystic River Homes, Inc. authorized by resolution of the Town Council on June 3,
1974. It is the purpose of this Ordinance to increase the abatement to be applied to said Housing
Units from 80% to 100%. This Ordinance shall supersede the provisions of Ordinance No. 107
specifically applicable to said Housing Units. The remaining provisions of Ordinance No. 107
shall remain in full force and effect. The 80% abatement applicable to said Housing Units shall
continue until the execution of the agreement authorized by this Ordinance. In no event shall the
term of said agreement be longer than the term of the existing agreement. This Ordinance shall
become effective 44 days after publication of notice of passage.
