Iv. CITIZENS' PETITIONS, COMMENTS AND CONCERNS

Richard Cady, 36 Island View Avenue, Mystic, stated that he had come before the Town Council
last year to request assistance with a large shipping container which has been placed near his
front yard by his neighbor. Mr. Cady had requested that all the Councilors come to his property
to see this "urban blight". He communicated that only two Councilors have looked at his property
and he has not been offered assistance by any government officials. Mr. Cady noted that he is
disappointed that he was not offered the opportunity to interview for the vacancy on the Zoning
Commission. He reviewed the poor conditions of the crosswalks in Downtown Mystic in great
detail. Mr. Cady expressed his dissatisfaction with the lack of police enforcement of State laws
regarding jaywalking. He was pleased at the attempt at signage removal in Downtown Mystic.
Mpr. Cady would like the Town Charter to allow citizens to vote on the budget and suggested other
changes as well.

V. RESPONSES TO CITIZENS' PETITIONS, COMMENTS AND CONCERNS

Responding to Councilor Bartinik, Mr. Cady clarified the type of signs which were removed in
Downtown Mystic. Councilor Bartinik noted that illegal signage is also a concern at Groton
Shopper's Mart. He suggested that sign violators be issued a few warnings before receiving fines.
Councilor Bartinik stated that these signs make the Town look "dumpy".

Responding to Councilor Bond, the Town Manager confirmed that jaywalkers in Mystic are not
fined. Mr. Oefinger stated that the crosswalks in Mystic are in poor shape and he has addressed
this issue with the Department of Transportation (DOT) at a recent meeting. Responding to the
Mayor, the Town Manager will follow-up with the DOT and re-issue a report on sign enforcement
in the Town.

Responding to Mr. Cady's comments, Mayor Watson confirmed that although he is not one of the
two Councilors who visited his property, he will make an effort to do so in the near future.
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Councilors Bond and Streeter confirmed that they had seen the shipping container in Mr. Cady's
yard.

Responding to Councilor Bond, the Town Manager will provide the Council with an update from
Manager of Inspection Services Kevin Quinn addressing Mr. Cady's concerns.

Responding to Councilor Bartinik, the Town Manager stated that the Council is not allowed to
pass an ordinance which would impose fines for violations of zoning regulations pertaining to
SIgns.

Responding to the Town Manager's comments, Councilor Bartinik added that the Council could
not institute a fine for sign violations, but that a court of law may be able to do so.

Mayor Watson and Councilor O'Beirne suggested that Mr. Cady attend a Charter Revision
Commission meeting so that he may voice his suggestions.
